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Dear Parish Family,

Core Pillars of our Pastoral Direction: God has called us
to be a church at this place and time for a purpose.

There are 4 pillars that define and guide our lives as a
parish, they are as follows: Welcome, Encounter, Grow
and Share.

Welcome: Christ came to welcome all humanity into the
Kingdom of God, as a Church we should all be welcoming to
everyone. We must consciously demonstrate hospitable
attitudes and invite others to our church to meet Jesus.
Encounter: Jesus became man so that all humanity may
come to encounter God in him. He is the Emmanuel — God with
us. By the Incarnation God showed us that he is not distant
from us but close to us. We are able to learn from Christ who is
the way, the truth and the life and are nourished to grow in his
love, faith and service. All the liturgies we celebrate and the
sacraments, primarily the Mass is one sure way we encounter
Christ who comes to us in his body and blood.
